BCC is accredited by
the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools Commission on Colleges (SACSCOC) to
award associate degrees, diplomas, and certificates. Students who file a complaint with the
accrediting agency should follow the SACSCOC Complaint Procedure (PDF). Complaints may
be filed with the Commission only if there is evidence that appears to support significant non-
compliance with a SACSCOC requirement or standard by BCC.
