DISTANCE LEARNING ORIENTATION INFORMATION 
 

Internet courses:  Students will receive login information and directions to complete an online orientation when they pay 
tuition.  This orientation includes general information about taking an online course and a Moodle software tutorial.  Online 
courses are indicated by section numbers beginning with eight (81, 82, 83, etc.). 
 
Hybrid courses:  Students will receive login information and directions to complete an online orientation when they pay 
tuition.  At the first class meeting, instructors will review the online portion of the course and how it will be used.  The 
section numbers for hybrid courses begin with nine (91, 92, 93, etc.).  
 
 

BLENDED (SECTION NUMBERS BEGINNING WITH 4...)

INTERNET COURSES (ON-LINE) (SECTION NUMBERS BEGINNING WITH 8..) 
 

A growing number of Internet-based courses are offered at BCC.  Most Internet-based courses are accessed through 
Moodle course management software.  Students should be aware that to be successful in these courses a certain amount 
of self-discipline is necessary.  Courses may be accessed via the Internet from any location where internet access is 
available.  It is essential that students have strong basic computing skills.  For some courses, specific software may be 
required.
